A report on the distinctions achieved by our sportspersons in the University, State and National level 

in 2023-24. 

 

Our college had the honor of successfully hosting two inter-collegiate sports events in association with the 

Mumbai City Zone-1, Sports Department, University of Mumbai. The Women’s Volleyball Tournament was 

organized between 30th October and 31st October 2023 on the College playground for the 12th year 

consecutively. Around 28 Colleges participated in the Tournament. A Women’s Basketball Tournament was 

organized between 18th October and 19th October 2023 on the D. G. Ruparel College Basketball playground.
